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Abstract:

The current paper attempts to uncover the administrative board of the viziers
during the Middle Kingdom Era in Ancient Egypt. It was known that Egypt had a
strong administration during the ancient eras. The “vizier” title has appeared since the
beginning of the era of dynasties. In addition, the vizier was acting as the king's
deputy and the link between the king and the rest of the staff. Therefore, his
functional duties were numerous, for he was acting as the President of the Court, the
Chief Justice and supervisor of all state institutions. Two viziers have held such
office during the Old kingdom era at the same time, one for the south and the other
for the capital city. During the first intermediate Period, this office has been held by
two viziers in the capital city and another in the South. But, during the age of middle
kingdom, one vizier held this office. Nevertheless, during the age of the New
Kingdom, there were two viziers, one for the North and the South and the other for
the North. As a result of the development in the duties of the vizier, the need for an
administrative staff became a paramount necessity. This was evident during the
Middle Kingdom era, and many functions were found to indicate an integrated
administrative staff for the office of the vizier known as "h3 n g31y". Thus, the title of
the vizier’s writer, known as " §s n t3ty” has appeared, besides the title of grand
writer of the vizier known as "Sswr n t3ty", the chamberlain of the vizier’s office
known as "Imy-r hnwty n h3 n t3ty”, and the title of the reporter of the vizier known
as "whmw n t3ty”, and many other titles that indicate the staff of the vizier. The
offices related to the ministry have gained a wide spread in the North, where the
vizier gained a direct supervision over these offices.

The emergence of the title "Ss n £31y", the scribe of the vizier, at the beginning
of the Middle Kingdom, and the title of the " Sswr n t3fy ", the great scribe of the
Vizier, should be considered as a conclusive evidence to the hierarchy in the Middle
Kingdom. The development of the office from the twelfth to thirteenth dynasty also
indicates that the vizier's office has expanded on account of the royalty .It was
supposed that these ministerial offices may exist or are attached to the Vizier's own
office, while these offices may represent one of the courts or the main reception
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chamber in the Vizier's house. The provincial governors also had an integrated
administrative structure which was not less important than the administrative
structure of the Viziers. In addition, Each region has its own capital and
administrative structure. The governor of the city has a deputy who acts for the mayor
of the city and executing duties on his behalf. The title is represented by the deputy
governor of the city idnw hsty-<. The title of the speaker (whmw) was also founded,
besides the title of the holder of the seal (imy-r sd3wr). There were also the title of
the Director of the Regional Records Office and the officer who subject to the power
of the speaker and was responsible for the channels in Knbtfy n w. A number of
scribes were also common, while all these staff had tombs next to the rulers of their
provinces.

Resumé :

Il est certain que 1'Egypte avait témoigné une forte administration durant les
époques les plus anciennes. Le titre du "vizir" est apparu au début de 1'ére des
dynasties. De plus, le vizir était le vice-roi, il assure la liaison et le contact entre le roi
et les autres employées de 1'Etat. De méme, ses tiches et ses fonctions étaient
multiples puisqu'il était le palatin, le juge en chef et le superviseur qui surveillait tous
les établissements de I'Etat. Pendant 1'ére de I'Ancien Empire, deux vizirs avait en
occup¢ en méme temps cette fonction puisqu'il y avait un vizir pour le Sud du pays et
un autre pour la capitale. A l'encontre, a la premiere période médiévale de la
transition, deux vizirs avait en cette fonction dans la capitale du pays et un seul vizir
pour le Sud. Alors que pendant I'ére du Moyen Empire, un seul vizir a occupé cette
place. A I'époque du Nouvel Empire, il y avait un seul vizir pour le Sud et un autre
pour la capitale. Certes, 1'évolution des fonctions et des tdches assumées aux vizir
savait pour résultat la formation d'un appareil administratif du vizir. Cette structure
administrative est apparue d'une maniere trés évidente pendant 1'ére du Moyen
Empire ou on avait trouvé plusieurs fonctions indiquant la formation d'un appareil
administratif intégré de 1'office du vizir "hs n t3ty". En suite, le titre du rédacteur du
vizir est apparu "$s n t3ty", du concierge de 1'office du vizir " Tmy-r hnwty n hz n t3ty”,
le reporteur du vizir "whmw n t3ty" et d'autres titres renvoyant au groupe du travail qui
entoure le vizir. De surcroit, des offices du vizir ont étés retrouvé au Sud de I'Etat. Le
vizir super visait directement les offices du vizirat. De plus, les gouverneurs des
régions avaient un appareil administratif intégré qui n'était pas moins important
quecelui du vizir.
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
